The schedule will be posted on Trackwrestling on Friday. 

 

Periods will be 1, 1.5, 1.5, 1 minute overtime & 30 second coin-flip 

 

Weigh-ins are Saturday 7-8pm and Sunday 7-8am. Weight classes have a 2lb allowance. 

Wrestlers may weigh in the night before or the day of. They may change their weight at the scale. 

 

All duals will start at 74lbs. There will not be any exhibition matches. 

 

COACHING & ROSTERS 

 

Rosters will be live on Trackwrestling on Wednesday 12pm. Coaches may add wrestlers until 

Friday at 12pm. Wrestlers may change weights classes (but not be added) at the scale. Event will 

not be live streamed.

*Each team must supply 1 table worker (that is capable of running trackwrestling) per dual. The 

top team in the bracket will run the computer for 1st 9 weights while the bottom team is 

timekeeper/tapper. For the 2nd 9 weights the teams will switch responsibilities. 

Skin Checks will take place before the 1st dual at teams assigned mat at 8:45am 

There will be Coach Meeting on Mat 2 at 8:30am 

There will be a Table Worker meeting on Mat 2 at 8:45am 

 

Headgears and mouthpiece for braces are mandatory. 

 

Scoring extras will be marked in trackwrestling with a * and your non-scoring with a #. Extras 

must be set at weigh-in completion. They cannot change per dual. 

 

TIE BREAKER CRITERIA  

The 1st criteria for dual and round robin is Penalty Points. Reminder your wrestlers and parents 

that their behavior at the State Duals may not only impact their participation at the Duals but also 

the individual State Tournament.
